Saturday School policy for preventing the spread of H1N1 flu

To all the Saturday School parents,

With the growing number of confirmed cases of H1N1 flu across the country, we need to

remain vigilant against the virus. If flu-like symptoms are present, we’d like to ask for your

child to see a doctor, as soon as possible. We'd like to ask for your understanding and

cooperation once again for our updated guidelines specified below.

If your child is identified as having H1N1 flu, we ask your child to refrain from attending
Saturday School until two days have passed from the time of defervescence. Please
report it to our office as soon as possible as well.

If your child’s regular school or class is closed, we ask your child to refrain from
attending Saturday School during that period.

In the September 19" letter, we requested that children not be sent to Saturday School
if a member of their household has been infected with H1N1 flu within the past three
days, even if the child shows no symptoms. However, due to instructions from the
Ministry of Education we are no longer implementing this policy.

We ask for your understanding that we might have to close Saturday School, if the

number of students infected with H1N1 flu increases.
